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Abstract

It is frequently assumed that the West's vision of the past is radically different from the
"primitive" forms of viewing the past. The linear view of time and the condition of the past
as something that is behind one, that is common to the West, is in contrast with the view
of the past as something located in front of one, or that manifests in cycles that come and
go, that are common to indigenous societies. In this paper | wish to present trends from the
prehispanic past in Colombia as a dynamic that challenges this contrast. We will show how,
depending on changes in the creole logic of appropriation of the indigenous past, this was
presented as a past that was overcome, or as presaging the future in different moments of
the XVIII to XX centuries Creoles played with different time scales, twisting them in
plastic fashion, following their own interests. The documentation will be done through the
materiality that received the attention of "experts" in antiquities, including antiquities, ruins
and the bodies of indigenous people themselves.
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Sinopsis

Con frecuencia se asume que la vision del pasado por parte de Occidente se diferencia
radicalmente de las formas “primitivas” en que se aprecia el pasado. La vision lineal del
tiempo, y la condicion del pasado como algo que se encuentra atras, propias de occidente,
contrasta con la apreciacion del pasado como algo que se localiza en frente, o que
manifiesta en ciclos que van y vuelven, comunes en las sociedades indigenas. En esta
ponencia quiero presentar tendencias del pasado prehispanico en Colombia como una
dindmica que desafia ese contraste. Se mostrard coémo, dependiendo de cambios en la légica
criolla de apropiacién del pasado indigena, éste se presentdé como pasado superado, 0 como
presentimiento de futuro en diferentes momentos de los XVIII a XX. Los criollos jugaron
con diferentes escalas de tiempo, las torcieron de forma pléstica, siguiendo sus propios
intereses. La documentacion se haré a traves de la materialidad que recibid la atencién de
los “expertos” en antigiiedades, incluyendo antigiiedades, ruinas y el propio cuerpo
indigena.
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
